What is TeachLive?

● TeachLive is a virtual classroom experience where you have the opportunity to 
teach a short lesson (Don’t worry! We’ve already created the lesson plans for you.)

● In the TeachLive room, you will find a large TV screen where the avatar students will 
come to life! They will act just like “real” students by asking you questions and 
occasionally disrupting class.

● This experience is to provide you with practice teaching a lesson in a mock 
classroom.

TEACHLIVE
Fall 2023 Expectations 

● You are required to complete your first TeachLive session this semester
● You will be teaching a lesson already provided for you
● The lesson should take approximately 10-12 minutes  to teach
● Please dress professionally like you would for your field placement 
● You must complete your session in order to pass the EDCI 352 course
● Failure to complete your session will result in a disposition infraction
● You will complete a DocuSign form stating you agree to the expectations. Please 

make sure you read and sign the form as soon as possible. This will be sent to your 
@go email account. 





TEACHLIVE
How do you schedule your session?

● You will receive an email from 
“No-reply” welcoming you to Mursion. 
Mursion is the platform that we use for 
TeachLive. Please make sure to 
check your spam folder if you don’t 
receive it! 

● Your email will look like the image to 
the right ➡

● Click on the “Visit your Dashboard 
to Get Started” button 



TEACHLIVE
How do you schedule your session?

● Next, you will be prompted to create a 
password. Your password will be specific 
for the Mursion Portal and is in no way 
affiliated with your MyOleMiss password. 
You will use this password again for future 
courses. 

● After you create a password, you will 
have to agree to Mursion’s code of 
conduct ➡

● Check the box and hit “accept” 



TEACHLIVE
How do you schedule your session?

● You will then be asked to create a profile 
● You only have to provide a first and last name 
● Your @go email account will already be listed

 
● You will also be asked to confirm your time zone
● It is already set to “CDT,” so you will just click garyguyton@go.olemiss.edu



TEACHLIVE
How do you schedule your session?

● Next, you will be able to see your “Dashboard” on 
the Mursion portal.

● It will show that you have a session to schedule.
● If you click the “view” button, you will see a 

description of the session, your deadline to book 
the session, and directions for when you arrive to 
your session. 

● You will click the “schedule” button to book your 
session 

★ Before you schedule your session, make sure 
you have signed the contract stating you 
understand the expectations

How do you schedule your session?

● After you have scheduled your session, 
you will receive an email confirmation 
with the details. 

● It will look like the image to the right ➡
● You can also just sign into Mursion by 

clicking here and view your scheduled 
session.

What do I do when it’s time for my session?

● Students completing their session in Oxford will visit Guyton 312 
● If the door is shut, please remain seated in the hallway until the person in 

front of you has completed his/her session. 
● Once you enter the room, go to the computer click on the “Google 

Chrome” icon. You will then login to the Mursion portal using your @go 
email account and the password you created when you first scheduled 
your session.

● Next, you will be asked to consent to your session recording. Please click, 
"I consent." This allows you to receive a recorded video of your session, 
along with feedback from our TeachLive evaluator. 

● You will also have to click “allow” for the camera and microphone (see the 
image)

● Next, you will be prompted to join your session. You will hear from one of 
our interactors to ensure sound and video quality. 

● After you complete your session, click the "Mursion Portal" button on the 
computer screen and then sign-out of your account.

What happens after your TeachLive Session?

● After your session, you will receive a video 
recording + a rubric with feedback from a 
veteran teacher

● It’s important to remember that this experience is 
NOT for a grade, so there’s no need to be 
nervous! It is simply to help you get comfortable 
teaching a lesson on your own. 



TEACHLIVE
Where can you find your video recording?

● Your video should be ready for you to view within a few hours after your session 
● You will login to the Mursion portal found here
● You will then be able to see your “completed session” on the Dashboard. Click “view report.” 

● Next, click the “recording” tab at the top of the next page
